Sign up as a NEW participant in
our Central Air Conditioning Load
Management Program by May 1st

You will also earn $6 per month
during June, July, & August, once
the load management receiver has
been installed.

The demand for power during
the hot days of summer is higher
than during the winter, so it has
become very important for us to
shift usage away from the hottest
portion of the day. One way we
can accomplish this effectively is
to ask our members to allow us
to install a load receiver on their
central air conditioners.

By doing this, we can cycle their
central air units 15 minutes on, 15
minutes off. The customer will still
have the comfort level they expect
and the cooperative is able to save
half of the amount of energy used
during a peak demand time.

The cooperative’s technician will
install the load management re-
ceiver at no charge to the member.
Once that equipment is installed,
you will receive a §25 credit on
your electric bill. Then receive an-
other $6 credit each month during
June, July, and August.
